ORDINANCE NO. 00-15
TOWN OF HIGHFILL, BENTON COUNTY, ARKANSAS

AN ORDINANCE REQUIRING LICENSURE OF RESIDENTIAL
BUILDING CONTRACTORS PURSUANT TO ACT 950 OF 1999
(ARK. CODE ANN. § 17-25-501 ET SEQ.) FOR THE ISSUANCE OF A
BUILDING PERMIT FOR A SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENTIAL
DWELLING; . AND PRESCRIBING OTHER MATTERS RELATING
THERETO

WHEREAS, Act 950 of 1999 (Arkansas Code Annotated §17-25-501, et seq.)
(herein the "Act”) requires every person acting as a residential building contractor to
be licensed by the Residential Building Contractors ‘Committee, subject to the
exemptions provided therein, licensure for the issuance of a building permit for the
construction of single family residential dwellings within the boundaries of the
municipality; and

WHEREAS, there is hereby found and declared to be an urgent need to
establish a fair and workable system of regulation of residential homebuilding
within the jurisdictional boundaries of the Town of Highfill; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Act, the Town Council has decided that it would
be in the best interest of the citizens of the Town of Highfill, Arkansas, to enact an
Ordinance requiring the licensure of all residential building contractors, unless
exempt by the Act, prior to the issuance of a building permit for a single family
residence.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED, by the Town Council of the Town of
Highfill, as follows: : :

section 1:  Applications to the Highfill Building [nspector or other
designated Town official for the issuance of a permit for the construction of a single
family residence, consisting of one {1) but not more than four (4) units of new
construction for residential occupancy, when the cost of the project is Twenty
Thousand Dollars ($20,000) or more, shall include = copy of such applicant’s
Residential Building Contractor’s License issued by the Residential Building
Contractors Committee of Arkansas pursuant to Act 950 of 1999 (Ark. Code Ann. §
17-25-501 et seq.) (the “Act”), as the same may be amended from time to time, and
a statement by such applicant that such license is in full force and effect.

Section 2: A property owner who acts as a residential building contractor
for the purpose of constructing his own residence is not required to be licensed
under the Act or this Ordinance unless the person constructs more than one (1)
residence per calendar year,



Section 3: The requirements of this Ordinance shall be deemed to be
independent of the requirement of any other Ordinance for the issuance of permits
for such construction. '

Section 4:  The provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be
separable, and if any section, phrase or provision hereof shall, for any reason, be
declared to be invalid, such declaration shall not affect the validity of the remainder
of the sections, phrases or provisicns hereof.

Section 5:  There is hereby found and declared to be an urgent need to
establish a fair and workable system of regulation of residential homebuilding
within the jurisdictional boundaries of the Town of Highfill, through the
requirement that all residential builders be licensed by the Residential Building
Contractors Committee of Arkansas and that the immediate passage of this
Ordinance is necessary to provide for such enforcement. This Ordinance, being
necessary for the preservation of the public health, safety and welfare, shali be in
force and take effect sixty (60) days after its passage.

When concrele slurry (wet mortar, grout, plaster, stucco,
cement) enters curb and gutter, ditches or stormwater
ponds it causes significant harm to surface waters.

To protect the water quality of [ocal lakes, streams and
wetlands, the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency
requires concrete washout areas occur in a defined area
and the slurry be contained. MN Rule 70902011, sub.3,
NPDES General Stormwater Permit for Construction
Activity section, IV F.3. Uncontrolled concrete washout
discharges can result in fines of $10,000 per day.

While concrete can be safely land filled once it has dried, wet
concrete slurry is a hazardous mix that severely impairs water
quality and impacts fish.

Concrete slurry chemicals that are
suspended in water and enter into
storm drains, stormwater ponds
and ditches discharge directly to
local water resources. Concrete
slurry significantly impacts fish
and habitat by killing food
sources and cause damage to
outer surfaces like gills, eves, and
skin.
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Legal Concrete Washout Requirements

Three components are required for compliant concrete washout;

1. Contained Area
To prevent concrete slurry from
entering storm sewers, ditches
stormwater ponds or other
surface waters,

2. Defined Area 3. Rock Entrance

Concrete washouts are used to contain
concrete and liquids when the chutes of
concrete mixers and hoppers of concrete
pumps are rinsed out after delivery. The
washout facilities consolidate solids for
easier disposal and prevent runoff of
liguids. The wash water is alkaline and
contains high levels of chromium, which
can leach into the ground and contaminate
groundwater. It can also migrate to a storm
drain, which can increase the pH of area
waters and harm aquatic life. Solids that

are improperly disposed of can clog storm drain pipes and cause flooding.
Installing concrete washout facilities not only prevents pollution but also is a
matter of good housekeeping at your construction site.

This fact sheet describes the different types of concrete washout facilities that
can be used at your site and outlines how they should be sited, designed, and
maintained.

Types of Concrete Washout Facilities
Prefabricated washout containers

A growing number of companies offer
sturdy, prefabricated concrete washout
containers that are delivered to the site.
Some services provide the containers
alone without providing maintenance and
disposal of materials, while other
companies offer complete service that
includes delivery of containers and regular
pickups of solid and liquid waste materials.
